Landslide project Nepal

In July 2003 heavy rains poured down uninterrupted on the village Pachbhaiya for three days.

This nature disaster caused many landslides, a lot of damage and two homeless families in the area. Within Nepal immediately a relief action started for the two families who lost all their properties: they got food clothes and a temporary shelter. On Ameland the Foundation of Theo Kiewiet started looking for more structural relief aid.

Within their community they collected more than 5000 euro and NGO Novib was willing to double that amount. All damage has been repaired and the families got a new compound with house, cattle, furniture, etc. Check the results in the list.
