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 Rabies was spread in the area of Lekhnath when a street dog was infected and transferred to other animals. It became known when it was transferred to many animals in the area as result few animals were died and few people were forced to take anti rabies injections when they were beaten by dogs and their own buffaloes. A vet-medical team was dispatched by the municipality to control the deadly virus for vaccination and killing of strayed animals. The news became horror when a doctor was beaten by a mad dog and had to take anti rabies injection himself. The vet- medical team carried out rabies control program only in the Municipal area. The neighboring villages, where dogs are frequently passes on both sides, are neglected for vaccination and control of strayed animals. The people of these area were panic with possible spreading of rabies and requested to SEED Foundation to help them to organize vaccination program to take rabies under control. SEED Foundation had requested to Ontwikkelingswerk Theo Kiewiet seeking support on this regard.

Objectives of program:

1) To raise awareness about the vaccination among the village people.

2)  To vaccinate the pet animals.

3) To control the stray animals

4) To control the Rabies

5) To save the lives of children providing anti rabies injection who were beaten by mad dog and having no treatment due to poor economic condition.

Activities carried out for the Program:

1) In total 8 days vaccination campaigns were conducted in Kalika, Majhthana, Rupakot and Bharat Pokhari VDCs.

2) Information about rabies, its reasons, preventions and cure were given by vet doctors in villages before starting campaigns. 

3) In total 370 dogs and cats were vaccinated and 50 streets dogs with owners, were killed to prevent possible spreading rabies to others.  

4) Two girls were injected for full 5 doses when they were found staying with out treatment due to financial problem.
